2010-2011 OUTSTANDING ASCE CIVIL ENGINEERING PROJECT OF THE YEAR AWARD 

 

This award is to recognize a project that has demonstrated, through the design, coordination and 

execution of the construction, the highest level of engineering skill and that represents the greatest 

contribution to civil engineering progress. The project nominated should be a completed project 

within Alaska meeting the guidelines listed below: 

 

Å The project must be completed and put into service or be ready for use. Phased projects may be 

submitted upon completion of a particular phase or segment. It is that phase or segment that must 

meet these guidelines.ô 

 

Å No project or project segment may be re-nominated after receiving an award. 

 

Å Information that is provided should be as complete and accurate as possible. 

 

Å Information submitted should clearly state the services each project participant provided. 

 

Å The project must exemplify some aspect/s of civil engineering. 

 

Å The project should demonstrate use of innovations in materials, technology or construction 

methods. 

 

Å Resourcefulness in planning and in the solution of design problems should be evident. 

 

Å The project should contribute to the well being of people and communities. 

 

Å Each projectôs potentially adverse effects on society and the environment should also be 

considered. 

 

Å Either the project or the headquarters of the prime design or construction firm must be located in 

Alaska. 

 

Å An MS PowerPoint slideshow presentation or .jpg computer file of each nominee would be 

appreciated for use at the Engineerôs Banquet awards dinner and press release. 

Nominations must be received by January 29nd, 2011.

2010-2011 ENGINEER OF THE YEAR GUIDELINES 

 

1. Nominee(s) shall be Alaskan residents, practicing a noteworthy career in an engineering 

capacity, in a recognized field of engineering, within the state. 

 

2.Each Engineering Society within Alaska can put forward one candidate. If an Alaskan 

Engineering Society has several branches or chapters, that society will determine how to 

conduct a competition to put forward their one candidate. 

 

REQUIREMENTS FOR NOMINATIONS 

 

1. The deadline for submission of a nomination for Engineer of the Year: January 29, 2011. 

The nomination includes (A), (B), and (C): 

 

A.  January 29, 2011. Publicity photographs for the newsletter, and the advertisements, 

and for a display at Engineers Week exhibits. Photographs should be provided in 

electronic format, color, and at least 300 dpi. Please submit at least two different 

poses; a typical head and shoulders, conservative, business publication portrait and 

another showing the candidate in their work environment (office, field, etc). Please send 

these electronic files to Matthew Sill (Matthew_Sill@urscorp.com) 

 

B. January 29, 2011. An emailed MS Word file containing a short 200-250 word (20-25 

lines) biographical statement. The information should include: employer, job title, 

experience, personal info, which society is sponsoring, etc. Send to Matthew Sill

C. January 29, 2011. An emailed MS Word file of a complete resume conforming to the  

attached standard format. The maximum length is 5 single-spaced, typewritten pages. 

The font shall be Arial 10 point. Modest use of bold font and italics is permissible. The 

margins shall be one inch top, bottom, and sides for main text. Headers and footers 

are permitted within the one inch margin. This resume is the primary mechanism for 

judging candidates. Resumes that do not contain requested information will be judged 

as lacking qualification under the particular criteria.
