Scholarship Awards Status:
All scholarships have been paid with the following exceptions:

e 2008 State ASPE: A $1,500 scholarships was awarded to Isabel Bush. Ms. Bush is enrolled at
Harvey Mudd College with a stated interest in engineering, but has not yet declared a major. As
this scholarship is specifically for students pursuing an education in engineering or engineering
technologies, we have notified Ms. Bush by letter that we will delay award until the 2009 fall
semester and requested that she resubmit the information form when she has declared as an
engineering major.

e 2005 ASPE: This $1,000 scholarship was awarded to Samuel Cole, Delta Junction and was
deferred to 2008. Mr. Cole has not pursued an undergraduate degree in engineering per e-mail
received in January 2008. He will be notified that his scholarship has been withdrawn.
